Our announcements inform readers about news, openings, lectures, events and opportunities. We learn about potential announcements by press releases sent to us by mail or to our email address cruud@fluentcollab.org.
Submission Guidelines
Refer to the 15th Edition of the Chicago Manual of Style for grammar and punctuation.

Submit reviews (300-500 words for a one-person show, 750 words for a group show) to cruud@fluentcollab.org as attached Word documents. Writers must submit images, captions and a Request for Payment slip with each review (see Images and Captions and Request for Payment below). Include a heading at the top of each review as follows: (1) Exhibition Title (2) Venue (3) Exhibition Dates (4) Reviewer’s Name.
Submit announcements (25-100 words) to cruud@fluentcollab.org  in the body of an email or as an attached Word document. Designate each announcement by type (News, Event, Lecture, Exhibition, Opening or Opportunity). We expect to receive announcements in the following format: (1) Type of Announcement (2) Title (3) Venue/Organization (4) Dates/Deadlines (5) Website (6) Contact Information (7) Description (25-100 words).

Images and Captions
The writer is responsible for corresponding with galleries, museums and art spaces to obtain images to accompany an article.  Submit at least three digital images in jpeg format (at least 540px-x-350px and 300 dpi.)  Images must be properly documented with the following: (1) name of the artist (2) title (3) date (4) materials (5) dimensions (6) courtesy and (7) photo credits.  Email images to cruud@fluentcollab.org.
Request for Payment
The writer must submit a Request for Payment with every article, including full mailing address, phone number and email, and the name of the article in question. Obtain a Request for Payment Slip from an editor. Payment cannot be made until writers submit this information.
Production Schedule 
Writers must adhere to the following production schedule:
· Thursday, 12 pm CST, one week prior to Friday publication: Writers must submit articles and accompanying images to cruud@fluentcollab.org.
· Friday, 6 pm CST, one week prior to publication: An editor will return the articles with comments and suggestions for the writer’s review.

· Monday, 12 pm CST, week of publication:  Writers must return edited articles ready for publication.

· Friday, 8 am CST: Publication.
Writer’s Agreement with Fluent~Collaborative

Payment: …might be good, a publication of Fluent~Collaborative, pays writers $50 per published article submitted on time and in good condition (edited for grammar and punctuation, spell checked and written in a style consistent with our guidelines). Articles must be submitted, accompanied by images, captions, and a Request for Payment slip, to cruud@fluentcollab.org as Word documents no later than 12 p.m. CST the Thursday the week before Friday publication. In exceptional cases, such as assignments requiring extensive additional research, the writer and a ...might be good editor may negotiate supplemental pay. Payment cannot be made until the writer has submitted a Request for Payment. Freelance writers, as contract workers, are solely responsible for taxes. Fluent~Collaborative does not withhold any taxes or FICA from your check.
Conflict of Interest: Reviewers for …might be good cannot cover exhibitions in which their own work is included. Potential reviewers with a financial stake or advisory role in an organization cannot cover the organization’s activities. In addition, reviewers cannot cover shows when the artist, gallerist or curator/director is a relative, spouse or partner.

Ownership: The writer warrants that s/he is the author and sole owner of all articles s/he submits to …might be good; that the text of the articles is original and, except to the extent of limited quotations permissibly used, has never been published in any form; and that the articles contain no matter unlawful or defamatory in content or violative of the privacy rights or copyrights of any third party. 

Copyright: The writer hereby grants Fluent~Collaborative co-ownership of copyright in and to the articles s/he submits to …might be good, namely, the right to publish the material and the right, without further compensation, to reproduce and distribute the material throughout the world in all of Fluent~Collaborative's formats, whether now or hereafter existing, including, without limitation, all graphic, digital, electronic, and optical formats, and including in promotional works and translations. The rights herein granted to Fluent~Collaborative include the right to: edit, revise, abridge and condense the material; change the tiles thereof; and publish the author’s name and biography in connection with the material. The author warrants that the rights granted in this contract are unencumbered, and that the author has full power to grant such rights without the consent of any third party. Subject to the foregoing, each party agrees that s/he and it will not reproduce or publish the articles (or revisions or substantial excerpts thereof) outside of media directly associated with Fluent~Collaborative without the consent of the other.  If the author republishes (with consent) material that has appeared in …might be good, the republication must state legibly and conspicuously that …might be good was the original publisher of the work and set forth the original date of publication.

Fact Checking and Quotations: The writer agrees to be responsible for all research, fact-checking and writing with respect to her/his articles. The author will secure appropriate consents and provide documentation for all quoted material. Unpublished quotations should be documented by the speaker's or writer’s name, the date and context in which the statement was made and the business address, telephone number and email address, if available. Published quotations should be documented in standard bibliographic form.  The author agrees that quotations will not infringe the copyrights of others.
